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In the Goryeo and Joseon periods, Donggyeonggwan House
served as accommodation for foreign diplomats or central
government officials who visited the Gyeongju region. The only
surviving remnant of the original site is the west annex known
as Seoheon, which was rebuilt in 1786 (the 10th regnal year of
King Jeongjo of Joseon).
